INTERNAL QUALITY ASSURANCE CELL (IQAC)

The Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) was established in the University on 24th
November, 2011 but become functional only after a year. To improve the academic and
administrative performance of the University, it has worked for the development of a
system for overall conscious, consistent and catalytic improvement and holistic academic
excellence. Attempts have been made to internalize quality culture and institutionalized
best practices since the present Vice Chancellor joined the University.

IQAC head coordinated with the U.P. State Higher Education Council and organised
workshops and seminars. It was reconstituted on 19th January 2021 with members from
quality management, industry and local community:

(I) Recent main activities includes workshop on NEP 20: Transforming the regulatory
system of higher education was held on 15-02-2021. The speakers were Smt. Monika
Garg, Principal Secretary Higher education department, Govt. of U.P, Professor
Ashok Mittal Vice Chancellor, Prof. Hare Krishna, Prof. VK. Saraswat and Prof. Ajay
Taneja. Participants were Principals and NEP coordinators form affiliated colleges.

(2) APIformat for CAS designed as per UGC regulations on minimum qualifications for
appointment of teachers and measures for the maintenance of standards in higher
education 2018 and uploaded on website.

(3) Support to teaching faculty for attending and conducting National and International
seminars was recommended by IQAC for which F.C. allocated Rs. 50 lakhs. This
facility was extended to contract faculty also for the first time.

(4) Incharges were made for best practices conducted by the University and these
practices include health check-up for female students, Environment management
framework, T.B. eradication programme, adoption of villages, gender equity
programme, Pade Agra Bade Agra and Beautification of campus.

(5) During lockdown period in the month of May and June 2020 many academic
webinars were conducted by IQAC.

(6) IQAC criteria heads send members under the leadership of Prof. Alok Rai V.C. gave
the presentation of University preparedness for NAAC accreditation in front of
Chancellor, Honourable Governor of U.P. on 29th October 2021 at Rajbhavan
Lucknow.

Under the able leadership of the Vice Chancellor IQAC is committed to develop a system
for conscious, constant and catalytic improvement in the overall performance of the
University for Holistic Excellence.




RASTHRIYA UCCHATAR SIKSHA ABHIYAN (RUSA)

With Funding under RUSA, the University turned 51 traditional classrooms into smart
classrooms and equipped Faculty members with Laptop. It has made teaching-learning
experience in the University more interactive, creative, focused and productive as teachers

as well as have now become more ICT savvy.

Using funds from RUSA grant , Central Library is equipped with digitization device to
digitize the old books, historical scripts, thesis to upload on Shodganga, etc. from analogue

format to machine readable image which can now be accessed by users in the Library.

An indoor Gymnasium was setup and others sports equipments were purchased from
RUSA grants for the Department of Physical Education in the University. It ease to follow
the initiative like FIT India Movement to encourage students, teachers, officers and
employees of the University to stay healthy and fit by including physical activities and

sportsin their lives.

Ramps have been constructed out of fund from RUSA to provide the differently able
DIVYANG, with barrier free access to classrooms, laboratories, library, offices and toilets in
all campuses of the University to ensure inclusive education for such human resources and
to make Dr. Bhimrao Ambedker University, Agra campuses DIVYANG friendly.

In accordance with RUSA guidelines, University has moved on from traditional marks and
percentage based syllabus and introduced the Choice Based Credit System ( CBCS) courses
in which students have now choice to choose from core, elective, minor or soft skill courses

keeping pace with liberalization and globalization of the higher education.

From RUSA funds infrastructure of of the University's Community Radio FM 90.4, " AGRA
Ki AWAJ" was renovated and upgraded so as to enable it achieve its objective of

disseminating educationally relevant information and knowledge more effectively.

RUSA grant has also been utilized for renovation, upgrading and installing light and sound
systems in various seminar halls and auditoriums of the University which are regularly
made use for conducting seminars workshops, conferences and youth festivals. It has

greatly helped inimproving quality standards of academic affairs in the University.

Various lab equipment have been procured from RUSA funds for various departments of
the University which in turn have immensely enhanced the quality of research and
teaching of the science subjects in the University. Computer Labs are also established for the

benefit of the University students.

A new facility is established of Women Study Center with Center for self employment
skill at Institute of Home Science. A new communication Lab is coming up at SPCJ]

Institute of Management, Commerce and Economics.




NEW EDUCATION POLICY -2020 @ THE UNIVERSITY

National Education Policy 2020 is the first education policy of the 21st century and aims to
address the many growing developmental imperatives of our country. This policy proposes
the revision and revamping of all aspects of the education structure, including its
regulations and governance to create a new system that is aligned with the aspirational

goals of 21st century education while building upon India's tradition and value systems.

Our university was the first one in the state to form NEP task force in the month of January
2021 to implement the directives given by State government from time to time. The task
force members were Prof. Manoj Srivastava, Prof. Ajay Taneja, Prof. V.K. Saraswat, Dr. V.K.
Singh and Dr. Sanjay Jain. They continuously held meetings to discuss various aspects of
NEP-2020 and how to implement the same in University and affiliated colleges. Ten cells
were formed in the University with faculty incharges, feedback on proposed UG common
minimum syllabus (36 Subjects and 06 compulsory papers) was taken by all the
stakeholders. Academic flexibility, innovative and interchangeable curricular structure to
enable creative combination of courses/ programmes in disciplines of study as well as
removing the rigid circular boundaries and creating new possibilities of lifelong learning
was introduced and adopted by various board of studies held in faculties of Arts, Science
and Commerce. Task force organized one week refresher course from March 15 to 20, 2021
covering Role and challenges for teachers in NEP-2020, holistic development of students in
NEP-2020 and its implementation. Form of proposing skill or vocational courses in colleges
/ University Departments was designed by task force and sent to affiliated colleges,

University have received 135 skill courses to be given as a choice to our University students.

In B.A., B.Com. and B.Sc. in academic year 2021-22 NEP have been implemented and

students have been taught according to it for all the benefits for which it has been framed.
